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ALICE COOPER TO HEADLINE 12th ANNUAL BLUESBERRY JAM
Iconic hard rocker to perform new and old music from 25-album career
TOWER, MINN. – Bluesberry Jam, the Northland’s premier summer event, will get a little edgier when Alice Cooper takes center stage Aug. 17. The 60-year-old rock legend will perform songs from his new album, “Along Came a Spider,” interspersed with hits from the 24 albums that preceded it. 
The performance marks the only Minnesota stop on Cooper’s popular Psycho-Drama tour. 

To watch Cooper in action is to witness the architect of shock-rock, the man who pioneered the concept of a rock concert as theater. He is one of the most enduring and influential rock artists – and he’s proud to be a veteran.
“I’m glad to be an elder statesman and a healthy one,” Cooper said. “It’s what I love doing. And no one puts on a show as good as ours, musically and visually.”

Cooper will span the decades while in Tower, from “Pretties to You” to “I’m Eighteen,” sung with all the fervor and conviction he first brought to the song. A new generation is embracing Cooper’s music, thanks to the hit video game Guitar Hero. “Every 9-year-old I run into tells me, ‘I can play ‘School’s Out’ and ‘No More Mr. Nice Guy.’”
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The Detroit native will be right at home on the grounds of Fortune Bay’s award-winning golf course The Wilderness. He revealed his lifelong passion for golf in his book “Alice Cooper, Golf Monster: A Rock ‘n’ Roller’s Life and 12 Steps to Becoming a Golf Addict,” which hit bookstores late May. In it, Cooper chronicles triumphs and trials on stage and on the greens.

Gates will open for Cooper’s Fortune Bay concert at 5 p.m. on Aug. 17. Special guest “Warrant,” a crowd favorite will open the Jam. All guests must be 18 years of age. The concert will be held rain or shine. No coolers, cameras or recording devices are allowed.  Tickets for the general public are $40, while Wild Edge Members get in for $35.
