The Bois Forte Band’s efforts to settle the Nelson Act claims are still on
track, despite the fact that we lost our legislation’s author when Jim Oberstar
lost his reelection bid.

Rep. Collin Peterson (D-Detroit Lakes) has agreed to introduce a bill in the
U.S. House that will push the settlement forward. Oberstar’s replacement,
Rep. Chip Cravaack (R-Lindstrom), will coauthor the bill. Rep Cravaack
learned about the issue in meetings he had with Tribal Chair Kevin Leecy in
November and again with Secretary-Treasurer David Morrison, Tribal
Attorney Mark Anderson and MCT Executive Director Gary Frazer at a
meeting in North Branch on February 23.

Chairman Leecy met again with Rep. Cravaack in Washington D.C. in early
March to confirm his support. Leecy also met with Senator Al Franken to
ensure the bill still has the support of Minnesota Senators Al Franken and
Amy Klobuchar.
