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Apply early for educational financial aid

The 2010 school year has seen record levels of
students attending college. This is a good sign
that more Band members are furthering their
education. However, the downside is that funding
levels are not keeping up with demand, and some
students have been placed on a waiting list. It is
critical that you submit your financial aid
paperwork as early as possible. Delays could
result in not getting assistance from the Bois
Forte Scholarship Program or the Minnesota

Indian Scholarship Assistance Program.

Step one — Complete the Free Application for
Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) online at
www.fafsa.ed.gov

e The deadline is June 30, 2011.

+ This is a free application, so if you are asked to
pay a fee for processing, you did not go to the
correct website.

* You need your income tax returns for the
current year, so for all coursework beginning
after July 1, 2011, you will need your 2010
income tax returns.

* [f you are near Nett Lake and do not have
Internet access, please feel free to schedule an
appointment with our office to use our
computers. Metro area residents please contact
the Urban Office if you need Internet access.

Step two — Complete the Minnesota Indian
Scholarship Assistance Program (ISAP)
application online at www.getreadyforcollege.org

* The deadline is July 1, 2011.

* You must complete this application every year
you attend school or if you switch schools.

« It is very important that you submit proof of
tribal enrollment with your ISAP application.
This can be a copy of the front and back of your
tribal ID. Please contact ISAP’s office at (800)
657-3866 for other acceptable forms of proof of
enrollment.

Step three — Download the Bois Forte
Scholarship Program application from
www.boisforte.com, print it out, and complete it.

» Although there is no specific deadline, do this
application along with the other two as soon as
you can.
* You must complete this application every year
you attend school or if you switch schools.
* Documents you will need include:
o Grades from previously funded semesters
o Signed Student Agreement
o Non-Minnesota residents will be required to
complete the Out Of State Application,
which can be found on the Bois Forte
website
0 An Education Plan may be requested for
students who have been placed on financial
aid probation or suspension
» All awards are made on a first come, first
served basis. If funding becomes exhausted for
the current fiscal year, students with completed
application packages will be placed on a waiting

list should additional funds become available.

ISAP generally runs out of funding by the time
they get to applications that were received in
April. Regardless of deadlines, don’t wait, get
your paper work in as soon as possible. For
more information, please contact our office at
218-757-3124; bmason(@boisforte-nsn.gov or
Ihoffman@boisforte-nsn.gov.
